This document is to be read, and followed, by each player and parent involved in Cy-Fair Hockey. Each
coach will be responsible for getting signatures from players and parents.

Below is a list of behaviors that are not acceptable at ANY Cy-Fair Hockey activity. We are striving to
maintain a safe, friendly, competitive league for you and your child, so please talk with your child about the
guidelines below and make sure they, and you, understand them and follow them.

No swearing or vulgar language while in Bear Creek Roller Rink, or any Cy-Fair Hockey function.
No verbal abuse of any kind towards the officials or referees or spectators.

Players are not to discuss a call with the referee; players are to skate directly to the penalty box when
called for a penalty.

Fighting, as determined by a referee or league official, will result in the child being ejected from that
game, a one game suspension following the game in which the fight occurred, and review by our
conduct board to determine if any further disciplinary actions will be applied. If severe enough the
child may be suspended from the league for the remainder of the season, or forever.

Players are not to hit the floor with their sticks in anger or frustration or for any other reason other
than to play hockey. This will result in a 10 MINUTE PENALTY.

Players and parents are to conduct themselves in a befitting manner at all games and all Cy-Fair
Hockey functions.

Players are not to damage or tamper with any rink property, including vending machines.

It is the responsibility of the parents and players to follow these rules at all times.

Any violation of the Cy-Fair Hockey Player/Parent Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary action

up to and including possible game suspension(s) and/or permanent removal from the league and rink.

All Cy-Fair Hockey Board Members, Game Officials and Referees have the authority to enforce the
Cy-Fair Hockey Player/Parent Code of Conduct.

I have read the above rules and understand them, and I will abide by the rules of this league. I am aware

that if I do not follow these rules I may be removed from the rink and league at any time.
